Dear Teacher/Principal: 
 
The Ladies of Charity is proud to offer an $800 scholarship to boys and girls entering Catholic high school 
in the fall of 2026. Recipients will be eligible to renew the $800 scholarship annually throughout their 
high school years, provided they remain enrolled in a Catholic high school and complete the required 
volunteer hours each year with the Ladies of Charity. 

Criteria for award: 
 

• Applicants must be 8th-grade students who have been accepted to a Catholic high school for the 
fall of 2026. 

• Applicants should demonstrate acKve involvement in their Catholic Church or school community. 
• Applicants should exhibit a genuine financial and/or personal need, such as being part of a 

single-parent family, facing economic challenges, experiencing family illness, or having siblings 
aNending Catholic schools. 

• Academic excellence is not required; however, applicants must maintain passing grades and 
show potenKal to thrive in high school. 

• Applicants must submit a statement explaining their reasons for applying to a Catholic high 
school and how the qualiKes and aPtudes of Saint Louise de Marillac could influence their lives. 

• In addiKon to the applicaKon, applicants must submit at least one teacher's (or other school 
personnel's) leNer of recommendaKon and student report card. 

• Recipients must commit to compleKng 10 hours of volunteer work annually at the Ladies of 
Charity Center, located at 1122 Broadway, while aNending high school. 

 
Using the above criteria for the candidate, please send a LeNer of RecommendaKon from you and a copy 
of their report card by March 27th, 2026.  If there are any special circumstances regarding your choice, 
please include in your leNer. 
 
Please ask the candidates to complete the applicaKon form.  The student also needs to write a reason for 
aNending Catholic High School and how St. Louise’s qualiKes and aPtudes might shape his or her life.
